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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This agreement is made and entered juto vy .md betweén the Guam Merﬁorial Hospital Authority
(hereinafter referred to as GMHA) and University of Guam Center for Excellence in
Developmental Disabilities Education, Research, & Service (hereinafter referred to as UOG
CEDDERS) for the promotion and operation of the Guam Early Hearing Detection and
Intervention (hereinafter referred to as Guam EHDI) project to ensure that all infants born at
GMHA receive hearing screening for possible hean‘ﬁg loss prior to discharge as specified by Guam
Public Law 27-150 the Universal Newborn Hearing Screening and Intervention Act of 2004.

WHEREAS the GMHA is a health care facility and required by law to establish a universal
newborn hearing screening program; and I.

WHEREAS the GMHA is required to provide a hearing screening test for all infants born
at GMHA for identification of hearing loss, regardless of whether or not the newborn infant has
known risk factors suggesting hearing loss; and

WHEREAS the GMHA has developed screening protocols and selected hearing methods.
designed to detect newborns with significant hearing loss; and

WHEREAS the GMHA provides training and monitors performance of individuals
responsible for performing hearing screening tests; and

WHEREAS the GMHA is responsible for performing the hearing séreening test prior to
the newborn infant’s discha;ge;-and

WHEREAS the éMi—IA collects and maintains the recommended Center for Disease
Control and Prevention data fields in their database system on all infants born at the facility; and

WHEREAS the GMHA informs parents of newborn infants and primary care physicians of

the results of the hearing screening tests; and
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
