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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This agreement is made and entered into by and between Sagua Managu (hereinafter referred to as
SAGUA) and the University of Guam Center for Excellence in Developmental Disabilities:
Education, Research, & Service (hereinafter referred to as UOG CEDDERS) for the promotion
and operation of the Guam Early Hearing Detection and Intervention (hereinafter referred to as
Guam EHDI) project to ensure that all infants born at SAGUA receive hearing screening for
possible hearing loss prior to discharge as specified by Guam Public Law 27-150 the Universal
Newborn Hearing Screening and Intervention Act of 2004.

WHEREAS SAGUA is a birthing facility and required by law to establish a universal
newborn hearing screening program; and

WHEREAS SAGUA is required to provide a hearing screening test for all infants born at
SAGUA for identification of hearing loss, regardless of whether or not the newborn infant has
known risk factors suggesting hearing loss; and

WHEREAS SAGUA has developed screening protocols and selected hearing methods
designed to detect newborns with significant hearing loss; and

WHEREAS SAGUA is responsible for performing the hearing screening test prior to the
newborn infant’s discharge; and

WHEREAS SAGUA will collect the recommended Center for Disease Control and
Prevention data fields and transmit the data through an electronic linkage for all infants born at the
facility; and

WHEREAS SAGUA informs parents of newborn infants and primary care physicians of the

results of the hearing screening tests,
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WHEREAS, the University of Guam is committed to the research-based education of
teachers, nurses, social workers, and other professionals working with young children and their
families: and

WHEREAS UOG CEDDERS is the recipient of the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services, Health Resources and Services Administration, Maternal Child Health Bureau
Integrated Services Branch, Division of Services for Children with Special Needs, Grant Award
No. 2H61MC00094-05-00,

WHEREAS UOG CEDDERS is the recipient of the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services, Center for Disease Control and Prevention, Early Hearing Detection and
Intervention (EHDI) Tracking and Surveillance and Integration Cooperative Agreement, Grant
NO. UR3/CCU924794-01,

WHEREAS UOG CEDDERS provides training and monitors performance of individuals
responsible for performing hearing screening tests; and

WHEREAS UOG CEDDERS is responsible for developing the tracking, surveillance, and
integration database monitoring system for the Guam EHDI project; and

WHEREAS UOG CEDDERS is required to develop the electronic linkage between
SAGUA and the Guam EHDI tracking, surveillance, and integration database monitoring system;
and

WHEREAS UOG CEDDERS is required to work in collaboration with SAGUA to
implement the Universal Newborn Hearing Screening program; and

WHEREAS SAGUA and UOG CEDDERS have collaboratively provided resources and
guidance for the establishment and the continued operations of Guam EHDI project since 2002;
