Improve hearing screening rates from 95% to
100% for all infants born of Guam.

Guam will minimize missed and referred rates
by increasing the infant return rate from
current 47% to 96% for those infants needing
a 2nd screening.

Goal Two

All infants who screen positive will have a full
diagnostic audiological evaluation before 3
months of age.

Guam to reduce the time lag from referral to
audiological diagnostic evaluation from an

average of 8 months to an average of 1 to 3
months.
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Goal Three

All infants identified with a hearingloss will
receive appropriate early intervention
services before 6 months.

Guam will reduce the time lag from full
audiological assessment to provision of early
intervention services from an average of 10
months to an average of 2-6 months.

All infants and children with late onset,
progressive or acquired hearing loss will be
identified at the earliest possible time.

Guam will reduce the loss to follow-up for
infants with high risk factors from a failure to
return rate of 82% to an average failure to
return rate between 2 to 10%. |
